Lighting Colours: Bright, warm colours. The costume contains a lot of red and gold, so amber tones tend NOT to work very well.

Additional Lighting Spec (theatres etc.): Use a follow-spot throughout. At the start of the act, please use the follow-spot at a lower brightness. Open the act with a bright wash. When Beatrix steps into the 'elevator', dim the lights slightly and make them a bit orangey, if possible. The music changes and eventually the vocal line from Beyonce's Single Ladies starts to play. After the lyrics 'all the single ladies (x7), now put your hands up' introduce a chase to the lighting set up. When the 'elevator' stops and a bell rings, return to the lighting used at the opening of the act. When Beatrix opens the suitcase and the music changes, please increase the brightness on the follow-spot SLIGHTLY.

Stage Set Up: Suitcase to be placed downstage left, with the handle uppermost.

Additional Specification: None.
