Cinderella

Music: Love Me Tender – Elvis Presley
Blue Suede Shoes (original recording for Beatrix) – Triple Espresso
Duration: 05:01 

Lighting Colours: Soft pinks, relatively cool tones (opening costume royal blue, rest of act: cream/pink/white/lilac)

Additional Lighting Spec (theatres etc.): Fade up as Beatrix enters the stage. If available, use a follow spot throughout. If there are gobos available, something smokey or road-like would be nice. If there's a hazer, a touch of atmospheric haze on stage. For the clock strike introduction and 'Love Me Tender', keep the lights soft, dreamy and cool. During the 'drum beat' middle section add some vibrancy to the lighting. For 'Blue Suede Shoes' use bright, vibrant, up-beat lighting.

Stage Set Up: A chair (without arms and, if possible, with a solid back as opposed to a chair with a gap where the lower back rests) to be provided by venue. I need the chair set upstage center. I supply a fan to be placed on the chair.

Additional Specification: I need a cast member from the show to play the prince and bring my shoes on halfway through the act. I will need a short rehearsal with them (preferably with sound) and will run through cue points during rehearsal.

Strike List:

· Blue gown

· 'rags' corset

· 'rags' bra

· 'rags' knickers

· 'Elvis' bra

Required introduction from compere: Because of the 'clock chime' introduction I usually soundcheck the introduction. Generally what works best is if the compere cues the start of my music by announcing “It's midnight” or “It's 12 o'clock”. The clock chime starts to play. The compere then fills the opening section of the clock chimes with blurb such as “...it's time for Cinderella – the rock and roll story of Cinderella – with Beatrix Von Bourbon”. The clock chime then starts to play 12 strikes to indicate the time. The compere exits and I make my entrance.

Blurb: Beatrix puts a rock ‘n’ roll spin on the classic tale of Cinderella. She opens the number in a blue cartoon-like ballgown, finished with hundreds of delicate, sparkling rhinestones – a costume that captivates an audience from the very start. The act culminates in a swing and jive inspired dance section, performed in underwear ornately embellished to evoke the atmosphere of Elvis’s 1970s jumpsuits.

During this act, Beatrix pokes fun at object fetishism by revealling she’s more in love with her missing blue suede shoe(s) than the handsome prince(s).
