Milkshake

Music: Original Parody of Pink Shoe Laces
Duration: 02:53 (plus optional 0:14 reprise) – prop and character also available for meet & greet, installations etc. 

Lighting Colours: Warm, bright tones – fade up during 2 bar introduction.

Additional Lighting Spec (theatres etc.): If available, use a follow spot throughout.

Stage Set Up: Milkshake glass to be in situ on stage. It's large and heavy – it may have to be set at the start of the entertainment section. My steps for getting in and out of the glass will also need to be set.

Additional Specification: The milkshake glass measures 1.9m (190cms) x 1.07m (107cms), and weighs approx 80kgs. Please check that there is access to the stage with sufficient width to accommodate the prop. It does not fit through a single door – double doors are required. 

The prop is transported by van and I require advice about loading (places and times) and parking – on site parking is preferable. I will require additional pairs of hands (with training in heavy lifting) at the venue to assist with moving the large prop both from the van to the stage and, after the show, from the stage to the van.

Wherever possible, I prefer to load the glass into the venue at around lunchtime on the day of the performance, and to load the glass back into the van on the following day.

I like to use a confetti drop wherever possible in order to accommodate the quickchange bra removal effect – a bucket of confetti on a pully system positioned above the milkshake glass. I supply the confetti, but not the drop mechanism. I need the confetti to fall as a lump, creating a momentary 'wall'. Confetti spread via a fan or ventilator is not sufficient for the quickchange bra removal effect. The cue for the drop is the line at the end of the final chorus (when I am singing from the top of the prop) “And finish it off with a cherry on top”. This is likely to require a tech rehearsal on the day of the performance. Please schedule sufficient time for ensuring the confetti bucket is in the right position and time to run through the cue with a technician.

I require a technical rehearsal with the milkshake glass and steps. I also require a sound check.

Strike List:

· 1x bra (will probably fall inside the milkshake glass)

· 1x skirt

· 1x jacket

Required introduction from compere: None required.

Blurb: Inspired by 1950s diner imagery and teen pop idols, Beatrix performs an all-singing, all-dancing show stopper! The song is a parody of “Pink Shoe Laces”; Beatrix sings of lusting after a ‘cool and sweet… midafternoon treat’ as she slowly unfolds an elaborate, show-girl-esque costume.

Where possible, the act finishes with a quick-change bra removal, performed behind a glistening wall of confetti.
