Lighting Colours: Moody, atmospheric lighting. Warm rather than cool tones.

Additional Lighting Spec (theatres etc.): Beatrix begins this act sitting, in position, on a chair. Lights up accordingly. If available, use a follow spot throughout. If there are gobos available, use something 'creepy'. If there's a hazer, a touch of atmospheric haze on stage. For 'Sex Spider' keep the lighting moody, with a focus centre-stage. For 'The Beast' add more pink, increase brightness a little and light more of the stage.

Stage Set Up: A chair (without arms and, if possible, with a solid back as opposed to a chair with a gap where the lower back rests) to be provided by venue. I need the chair set center (horizontally and vertically). I supply a gymnastic ribbon – stick to be placed on the chair, resting horizontally across the stage, with the ribbon itself falling from the stick, down the righthand side of the chair, to the floor. Depending on the chair/stool supplied, the ribbon may need to be taped in place.

Blurb: Beware of the black widow; do her wrong and feel her wrath. This is a dark act, inspired by the fragile, fluid and yet deeply unsettling movements of the spider. Making her breath-taking entrance, scuttling in 7” heeled fetish ballet boots, and accompanied by a large, swarovski crystal-clad spider puppet, this act takes many audiences by surprise from the very outset.

Beatrix tells the story of a predatory huntress with a hungry stomach and an even hungrier libido. With a gymnastic-ribbon providing a hint of silken honey-traps, this is a multi-level act, suitable as a spectacle or as a piece with narrative substance. Indeed, it has been described by many audiences as a refreshing blend of sexiness and twisted characterisation.
