Tooth Fairy

Music: Concerto from Adagio in D Minor for Oboe and Orchestra – Tomaso Albinoni
Beethoven’s Fifth Gold Digger – A Plus D
Duration: 05:16

Lighting Colours: Costume is black, white and purple. Moody, cool tones to start, going into something brighter and more vibrant after the change in music.

Additional Lighting Spec (theatres etc.): If available, use a follow spot throughout. The opening section is intended to be quite creepy, so a smokey gobo, haze and striking lighting effects wouldn't go amiss. After the music change, lighten up the mood of the lighting – no more haze.

Stage Set Up: Gold tooth, face down, roots toward upstage – to be placed ¼ of the way between upstage and downstage, 1/3 of the way between stage right and stage left. White/silver tooth to be placed in mirrored-position (imaginary mirror running vertically down center stage).

Additional Specification: Owing to the large size of the costume, a large stage is required. Minimum width 5m, minimum depth 3m. If the stage is close to the minimum required size, I may need a stage hand to take my pliers and skirt offstage as I discard them, in order to maximise performance space.

Required introduction from compere: Please remind the audience of the tooth fairy myth, and ask, rhetorically, why the tooth fairy is so willing to purchase old teeth.

Blurb: The tooth fairy buys many beautiful teeth from sleeping children. One cannot help but wonder what she uses them for.
Beatrix explores this curiosity in a theatrical and extravagant act, best suited to large stages. The act uses a dark, intense soundtrack, selected specifically to unsettle audiences expecting a traditional bump-and-grind melody.
This act is neo-burlesque at its finest – avant-garde and atmospheric.
