Beatrix enters the stage to the music

Lighting Colours: Moody, atmospheric lighting. Warm rather than cool tones.

Additional Lighting Spec (theatres etc.): Beatrix enters the stage as the music starts. Lights up (8 second transition) accordingly (small-pool downlight, center-stage at the start if possible). If a smoke machine is available, please flood the back of the stage with smoke for Beatrix's entrance – no smoke top-ups afterward. When Beatrix collects her fans from the wings, add an amber/pink wash to the full performance area – 6 second transition. At the final pose of the fan dance section return to the earlier, 'downlight' lighting with an 11 second, long transition. As beatrix exits, fade the lights down too.

Stage Set Up: None.

Additional Specification: If performing with my 7 foot, Sally Rand Tribute fans it is fundamental that both the stage and the walkway to the stage are bone dry. I prefer to keep the fans with me at all times. 

Whether using my small or my large fans, I will need a technician or stage hand standing at the side of the stage (best side to be determined upon seeing the venue) holding the feather fans from the moment my act begins. I will show the technician how I'd like them to hold the fans. Partway through the act I will take the fans from the technician directly.

Strike List:

2x black gloves

2x feather fans

Required introduction from compere: Include a reference to the 'Venus in Furs' theme.

Blurb: A tribute to the ethereal heroine from Leopold von Sacher-Masoch’s novel of the same title. A beautiful and elegant dance act, full of exquisite textures and enchanting movements. Watch her black velvet-wrapped hands explore her body, feel her sexuality ooze from every pore and be captivated by the unusual soundtrack.
